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· Select the bankstick attachment, and slide it on to the rear bankstick and 
secure it in position with the thumbwheel.  

 
· The u-shaped pivot wire is detachable. Squeeze it together like a safety pin 

then fit each end of the two wires into the two holes on the end of the 
bankstick attachment. Push the wires in to the holes to get a secure grip.  

 
· Slide the rollover indicator onto the top wire of the two wires on the u-shaped 

pivot, then secure the indicator into place along the wire between the two 
supplied soft beads. The bottom wire acts as a backstop or buffer to prevent 
the rollover spinning all the way round. 

 
· Position the bankstick attachment high enough to allow ground clearance so 

that the line and the rollover indicator are not obstructed by undergrowth.                                                                                                 
But not too high. It must be positioned low enough to allow overhead 
clearance so that the reel can not obstruct the indicator from rising and 
flipping over.

· To obtain maximum sensitivity, position the rollover 
                    indicator on the rear rest so that the end claw is aligned 

                                    directly below the reel-spool in such a way that the line 
                                       comes straight down vertically from the spool to the claw  
                                      where the line is held between the claw and the line stop.    

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
· To adjust the weight-load bearing on the claw at the front-end – loosen the 

thumbscrew, then move the counterbalance along the tube and lock it in place by 
tightening the thumbscrew.                                                                                         

Moving the counterbalance weight towards the rear and away from the front-end claw   
reduces the loading to give lighter, more sensitive settings.                                                                    
   Moving the counterbalance weight towards the front end claw and away from the rear    
gradually increases the load up a maximum of 8 grams.

· Most small stillwater angling situations will only need to use the lighter more 
sensitive settings. The weight spacer tube & its attached chain are not needed for 
these lighter settings. It does not have to be attached and can be left in the tackle 
bag and kept handy should conditions change. 
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Another popular DIY conversion is done using a 

solar bankstick stabilizer bar, drilling and attaching 
                                                     it at one end to a bankstick or pod and at the other 

end to a buzzer bar capped with a quick change kit- 
                                                  off adaptor drilled to take a small u-shaped wire and         

tightened down with rubber ‘o’ rings.
